Students at RCI have been busy getting ready 
for their Recital Concerts over the past couple 
months as well as writing compositions and 
learning new skills and concepts. 
5th graders will share some of the pieces they 
have learned over the past couple months 
during their Recital Concert on Thursday, 
March 4th at 7:00 p.m. at RCI. Many students 
have chosen very challenging pieces and have 
been practicing diligently to learn new music.  
 
Besides writing compositions and preparing for 
their Recital Concerts on Tuesday, March 
2nd at 6:15 p.m. (Green) and 7:30 p.m. 
(Terra Cotta), 6th grade orchestra students 
have been learning about different bluegrass 
instruments and worked together in Bluegrass 
Bands. Both grades are learning new music 
vocabulary and focusing on rhythm reading 
this semester.  
 
In addition to the large group and small group 
orchestra instruction at RCI, many students are 
involved in 5th grade fiddling club during 
recess once a week and 6th grade Silver 
Strings that meets after school weekly. In 
Fiddling Club, 5th grade orchestra students 
learn extra fiddle tunes of various styles 
beyond what they learn in orchestra class. In 
Silver Strings, students play fun multi-part 
pieces where students must be more 
independent in counting and playing their own 
parts in the music.
